Stockholm Congress

Our group supported 1 PG course (PG n°20) , 1 Assembly symposium, 2 oral presentation sessions, 2 electronic poster discussion sessions, and 3 thematic poster sessions at the meeting. All these sessions have been all successfully held with an elevate partecipation and interest, good discussion among participants and fruitful comments from the experts.
Unfortunately, a no-show occurred during one oral session. This was disappointing and even not polite. I am sure that important problems has occurred to the abstract’s author to preclude his access to the conference. A timely communication at the congress secretariat (or even to me) would have been welcomed.
Future Congresses

To date, one Assembly symposium (title: Models of pulmonary rehabilitation in non-COPD patients) has been already approved for the next meeting in Berlin 2008, while other one (title: Physical activity and pulmonary rehabilitation not two of a kind) has been pushed up for approval at the assembly level. Both of them have been proposed jointly with the Physiotherapist groups. We still need further good proposals for PG, Meet the Professor and Major symposia or Hot Topics; all these new proposals will be in a queue waiting for evaluation and (hopefully) approval as they are, or merging with others similar during the executive meetings.
